The cottage has two bedrooms and will sleep up to 4 people. Bedroom one has a double bed, whilst bedroom two has 

two single beds. Linen is NOT provided except for overseas visitors (at a cost of £5 per person per week-  which 

includes towels). Also upstairs is the bathroom with bath and shower over the bath, wash basin and toilet. 

 

The cottage is fed with natural spring water (UVA filtered) and has a fully equipped kitchen and living room. 

Electricity and fuel for the fire is included. The cottage now has Sky TV , Freeview TV and a DVD player. 

 

Well behaved pets are allowed on the strict condition that the pets are not allowed in the bedrooms and that all traces 

of the pet (hairs etc) are removed from the cottage and garden before departure.  

Off road parking for one car is available.
